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During the second half of the 20th Century, one of the regions of the planet that suffered most from major ecological change was the Valley of Mexico. In this valley, the capital city´s uncontrolled growth fostered the irreversible mutation of the surrounding topography, sweeping away an idyllic, almost imaginary landscape, the trace of whose beauty remains only in the works of artists or storytellers, who have occasionally managed to succesfully describe its qualities and features in words or images. 

Implacable and impeccable, Pablo Lopez Luz´s images in his Terrazo series illustrate the Valley of Mexico at the dawn of the 21st Century, through a combination of two elements: the sight of Mexico City´s periphery – a zone virtually unexplored by contemporary photographers – and the meticulous composition of his images. His utilisation of perspective is based on the conventions of the pictorial gaze, nuanced by the photograph´s  power to capture detail with precision, managing to configure in a realístic way across the space of an era, the one of today, what Mexico City represents, for better or for worse – one of the world´s greatest phenomena.
